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Staff Response



COMES NOW the Staff (“Staff”) of the Missouri Public Service Commission and in response to the Status Report and Motion to Close Case filed by Citizens Electric Corporation (“Citizens”) on October 14, 2003, respectfully states as follows:


1.  On October 14, 2003, Citizens filed a Status Report and Motion to Close Case with the Commission, indicating that Citizens has drawn down the entire loan amount.  Citizens further requested that the Commission close this matter in light of the modifications to Section 393.110.2 RSMo. (2000).  Those modifications removed Citizens from Commission jurisdiction with regards to the rates, financing, accounting or management of Citizens, pursuant to Sections 393.180 and 393.200 and 4 CSR 240-2.060(11).

2.  Citizens is correct in its reference to the legislative modification of Section 393.110.2 and accordingly, Staff does not oppose the closure of this case, as sought by Citizens, because the legislature has removed the subject matter of this case from the Commission’s jurisdiction.


WHEREFORE, the Staff files this response to indicate it has no objection to the relief requested by Citizens Electric Corporation. 
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
