ORDER DIRECTING FILING OF RECOMMENDATION  

On August 4, 2003, Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE applied for authority to construct and operate a 34.5 kilovolt distribution line in New Madrid and Mississippi counties.  On August 7, the Commission issued an order directing interested persons wishing to intervene to file an application to intervene no later than August 27.  No applications to intervene have been filed. 

In its application, AmerenUE indicated that it wants to place the new distribution line into service in June 2004.  AmerenUE contends that in order to do so it must begin construction of the line by November 1, 2003.  For that reason, AmerenUE requests that the Commission issue its order approving its application no later than November 1.   

If the Commission is to act on AmerenUE’s application in time to issue an order effective by November 1, it will need to act no later than its October 21 agenda meeting.  In order to act that quickly, the Commission must have a prompt recommendation from its Staff and other interested parties.  Therefore, the Commission will direct its Staff to file 

a recommendation no later than October 14.  Any other party that wishes to file a recommendation must do so by that same date.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That not later than October 14, 2003, the Staff of the Commission shall file a recommendation regarding Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE’s application for permission and authority to construct, operate, own, and maintain a 34.5 kilovolt distribution line in New Madrid and Mississippi counties.

2.
That any other party that wishes to file a recommendation regarding Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE’s application for permission and authority to construct, operate, own, and maintain a 34.5 kilovolt distribution line in New Madrid and Mississippi counties must do so not later than October 14, 2003.

3.
That this order shall become effective on September 13, 2003.
