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Variance Committee Status Report

COMES NOW the Electric Meter Variance Committee of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Committee) and for its status report states:

On December 22, 2003 Union Electric Company filed an application seeking a variance from the separate metering requirement of Rule 4 CSR 240-20.050 for the River’s Edge project located at 600 Rivers Edge Dr., St. Charles, Missouri—“ a retirement living community consisting of 147 units and is designed to offer ‘worry free living’ with meals, planned activities, and transportation for outings provided in a single monthly fee, which fee also covers all utility expenses except cable and phone service.”  The project is currently underway.

By order issued and made effective December 31, 2003, the Public Service Commission of the State of Missouri (Commission) directed the Committee to “file either its recommendation or a status report indicating when it expects to file its recommendation.”

The Electric Meter Variance Committee of the Missouri Public Service

Commission consists of two members of the Commission’s utility division staff, a member of the Commission’s General Counsel Office and, ex officio, Public Counsel.  Due to the press of other matters the Committee has not yet met regarding this matter.  The Committee anticipates that it will file its recommendation regarding Union Electric Company’s request for a variance from Rule 4 CSR 240-20.050 for the River’s Edge project located at 600 Rivers Edge Dr., St. Charles, Missouri before the end of January 2004.

WHEREFORE, the Electric Meter Variance Committee of the Missouri Public Service Commission expects that it will file its recommendation regarding Union Electric Company’s variance request docketed in this case by the end of January 2004.
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
