ORDER GRANTING INTERVENTION


On August 2, 2002, Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE filed an application with the Missouri Public Service Commission, seeking authorization to convey to and lease back from the City of Bowling Green, Missouri, certain land and improvements for the purpose of AmerenUE’s construction of an electric generating facility in Bowling Green.  The Commission issued an Order and Notice on September 5, 2002, directing interested parties wishing to intervene in this case to file an application to intervene on or before September 20, 2002.


Kansas City Power & Light Company filed an Application to Intervene on September 20, 2002.  KCPL indicates that it is primarily engaged in the generation, transmission, distribution and sale of electric energy and power in western Missouri and eastern Kansas.  KCPL provides electric service to approximately 260,100 customers in Missouri, is interconnected with Union Electric’s transmission system and may be impacted by the construction of generation facilities. 


4 CSR 240-2.080(15) provides that parties are allowed not more than ten days in which to respond to any pleading unless otherwise ordered by the Commission.  More than ten days have passed and no party has indicated any opposition to the application to intervene filed by KCPL.


The Commission has reviewed the application to intervene and finds that it complies with Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.075(4).  KCPL has an interest in this matter that is different from that of the general public and granting the proposed intervention would serve the public interest.  The Commission concludes that the application for intervention filed by KCPL should be granted.


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:


1.
That the Application to Intervene of Kansas City Power & Light Company is granted.

That this order shall become effective on October 8, 2002.
