ORDER AND NOTICE

AND ORDER DIRECTING FILING 

On February 5, 2004, Joe D. Carter filed an Application for Change of Electric Service Provider from White River Valley Electric Co‑op to the City of Nixa Electric.  Applicant states that his current address is 710 South Harrison Street, Nixa, Missouri.  Applicant requests a change of electric provider because:

[He and Ruth D. Carter] have sold [their] property to a developer excluding one acre wherein [their] home and a mobile home are located . . . .  The developer wishes to change overhead electrical lines to underground, which means crossing two properties and going under a street, also tearing out concrete and changing [their] meter base to underground service.

Applicant goes on to state that by granting this request, he can receive water, gas, sewer and electric from the City of Nixa.  Furthermore, Applicant states that the change will not affect any other customers of White River because it is a dead-end line.  Lastly, Applicant points out that service from White River has been very satisfactory.

The Commission may act on this application and approve a change of electric supplier provided that such change would be in the public interest for a reason other than a rate differential.  Section 394.315, RSMo 2000.  Before the Commission may act on this application, the necessary parties will be joined, notified and given an opportunity to be heard.  Also, certain additional information will be required

White River and the City of Nixa are necessary parties to this proceeding and will be made parties.  The Data Center of the Commission shall send a copy of this order, with a copy of the application attached, to White River and the City of Nixa.  

White River and the City of Nixa will be directed to file responses to the application, or, in lieu of a response, verified statements indicating whether the companies agree to the change of electric supplier may be filed.  The Staff of the Commission will also be directed to filed a memorandum regarding this application for a change of supplier.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the White River Valley Electric Cooperative and the City of Nixa Electric are made parties to this case.

2. That the Data Center of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall send this order with a copy of the application attached to the White River Valley Electric Cooperative and the City of Nixa Electric.

3. That any interested party wishing to intervene in this case shall file an application to do so no later than March 1, 2004, with:

4. That White River Valley Electric Cooperative, Inc., and City of Nixa Utilities shall file, not later than March 15, 2004, responses to the application, or, in lieu of  responses, verified statements indicating whether they agree to the change of electric supplier.

5. That the Staff of the Commission shall file a memorandum advising either approval or rejection of the application and the reasons therefore no later than March 26, 2004.

6. That this order shall become effective on February 9, 2004.
