ORDER GRANTING INTERVENTION

On April 13, 2004, the Missouri Public Service Commission issued an order approving a Stipulation and Agreement entered into between Aquila, Inc., and other parties, and disposing of a rate case implemented by Aquila.  As part of that Stipulation and Agreement the parties agreed that issues regarding fuel and purchased power expenses be resolved by implementing an Interim Energy Charge until April of 2006.

On August 4, 2004, Aquila filed an application with the Commission requesting authorization to defer “accounting treatment for certain costs incurred by Aquila in providing electrical service during the period of April 22, 2004, through April 21, 2006.”  Aquila asserted that the parties to the Stipulation and Agreement failed to account for over- and undercollections during the Interim-Energy-Charge period.

On August 10, 2004, Sedalia Industrial Energy Users Association
 filed an application to intervene.  SIEUA was a party to the Stipulation and Agreement in Aquila’s rate case and stated that it has an interest in this matter that is different from that of the general public.  SIEUA also stated that its members may be adversely affected by any Commission order issued in this case and that it opposes the relief sought by Aquila.

Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.075(4) states that the Commission may grant intervention upon a showing that the proposed intervenor has an interest which is different that the general public’s and that such interest may be adversely affected by a final order arising from the case.  

Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) requires that responsive pleadings be filed with the Commission within ten days.  SIEUA filed its application on August 10, 2003.  No party had opposed the application and the time for doing so has expired.  The Commission finds that SIEUA has made a showing in compliance with the Commission’s rule on intervention.  No party has opposed SIEUA’s application to intervene and the Commission will grant the requested relief.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Sedalia Industrial Energy Users Association’s application to intervene is granted.

2. That this order shall become effective on August 24, 2004.
