STAFF’S REPORT IN RESPONSE TO

COMMISSION’S ORDER DISMISSING PARTIES

AND DIRECTING STAFF ACTION

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Staff”) and in response to the Commission’s September 23, 2004 Order Dismissing Parties and Directing Staff Action states:

1.  
This is to notify the Commission that after persistent followup, Staff has received a Security Survey response from Charter FiberLink, LLC.  Staff suggests that this company may be dismissed from this case with other parties that have either responded or are resellers of services to Missouri consumers.

Staff will continue its attempts to contact the city of Galt.  Staff has only been able to speak with one gentleman who has no administrative duties, but had indicated a willingness to respond to the survey.  To date, however, no survey response has been received.  Galt is a very small town, which, apparently, has no full time administrative staff, making it difficult to reach anyone who could themselves respond to the survey request.

Staff will plan to meet with any representative of the city of Galt who appears at the pre-hearing conference.  

WHEREFORE the Staff suggests that the Commission may dismiss Charter Fiberlink, LLC as a party since Staff has received a survey response from this company.
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
