ORDER DIRECTING FILING 

On April 1, 2003, the Commission designated The Pager Company as an eligible telecommunications carrier under the Telecommunications Act of 1996.
  The Commission also approved a Stipulation and Agreement between the parties in that order.

According to the Order and the Stipulation and Agreement, Pager is required to revise its basic local tariff to remove the language which precludes Lifeline customers from subscribing to the unbundled network element (UNE-P) service, known as PhonePLUS.  Pager filed tariff revisions as well as a substitute tariff sheet on April 4, 2003.  The proposed tariffs have an effective date of May 4, 2003.

Also on April 4, 2003, Pager filed a Motion for Expedited Treatment.  Pager asks the Commission to approve the proposed tariffs effective April 11, 2003.  The Commission will direct the Staff of the Commission to file its recommendation or its response to the Motion for Expedited Treatment.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file its recommendation or its response to the Motion for Expedited Treatment no later than    April 8, 2003.

2. That this order shall become effective on April 7, 2003.
