7. No discovery or hearings on the Complaint have occurred and thus an order granting leave to amend the Complaint will not result in any significant delay in these proceedings. 

8. Sprint’s Motion for Leave to Amend is requested for good cause shown and not for the purposes of delay of this proceeding.
