OBJECTION TO LATE-FILED EXHIBIT

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Staff”) and, for
its objection to the exhibit of Kansas City Power & Light Company late-filed February 22, 2011,
states:

2. On February 22, 2011, as its late-filed exhibit to Commissioner Kenney’s

January 25, 2011, request KCPL/GMO filed what it described as follows: **

sentence is actually highly confidential or proprietary information.
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3. On February 22, 2011, in response to the e-mail with which KCPL/GMO served
Staff with the exhibit, Staff advised KCPL/GMO counsel Fischer Staff was unable to confirm
the documents in the exhibit were provided to Staff in response to Staff data requests and
requested KCPL/GMO to identify the documents to the Staff data request(s) where KCPL or
GMO had provided them to Staff.

4, Because KCPL/GMO had not responded to Staff’s February 22, 2011 request,
Staff renewed its request in a March 1, 2011 e-mail to KCPL/GMO counsel Fischer. Attached
is a copy of the March 1, 2011 e-mail, which includes the earlier February 22, 2011, e-mail in
the body of the e-mail.

5. At the beginning of the true-up hearing on March 3, 2011, because KCPL/GMO
still had not responded, Staff counsel again raised the issue. At the hearing the following took
place on the record:

MR. WILLIAMS: Before we do that, I'd like to bring up that in the Kansas City

Power and Light Company case the Company filed a late-filed exhibit in response

to a request of Commissioner Kenney on February 22".

JUDGE DIPPELL: Yes.

MR. WILLIAMS: And the Company had represented during the hearing that the

information it was providing in that exhibit was information it provided to Staff in

response to discovery.

JUDGE DIPPELL: Yes.

MR. WILLIAMS: I'm not asserting that it is not, but Staff has not yet been able to
confirm that it is.

JUDGE DIPPELL: All right.
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MR. WILLIAMS: And | have inquired of the Company, at least for the data
request responses, it says that information's contained. And thus far I have not
received that. | just want to make the Commission aware of that.

JUDGE DIPPELL: No -- no problem there. And with regard to the late-filed
exhibit that Mr. Williams mentioned --

MR. STEINER: We are researching what DRs information was provided to Staff.

We also believe that some of the information is in the prefiled testimony. So we're

trying to figure out which is which and we're endeavoring to do that now.?

have not identified the documents in the late-filed exhibit to the Staff data request(s) where

KCPL/GMO provided them to Staff.

WHEREFORE, with the exception of the document identified by KCPL/GMO as **

** which Staff believes KCPL/GMO provided to Staff in discovery, to the extent the exhibit
KCPL/GMO late-filed on February 22, 2011, in response to Commissioner Kenney’s request
on January 25, 2011, for information pertaining to KCPL’s settlements with Alstom includes
material that was not provided to Staff by KCPL or GMO in response to one or more Staff data
requests—which Staff has not been able to confirm despite repeated requests to KCPL/GMO to
identify the Staff data requests to which KCPL or GMO provided the information to Staff, Staff
objects to the Commission admitting into evidence in either or both of these cases the documents
KCPL/GMO have provided in that exhibit, and requests the Commission to order KCPL and GMO

to identify to Staff and the Commission , the Staff data requests in response to which the

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information was produced and provide Staff an opportunity to confirm the identifications, or

sustain Staff’s objection and not admit any part of the exhibit into evidence.
