NOTICE ACCEPTING LATE FILING 

AND NOTICE OF APPROVAL OF CUSTOMER NOTICE


On June 26, 2002, Quick‑Tel Communications, Inc. and Affordaphone, Inc. filed a joint application with the Missouri Public Service Commission.  The applicants requested authority for Affordaphone to acquire the assets, including all basic local telecommunications service customers, of Quick‑Tel.  


On July 18, 2002, the parties filed a supplement to their application.  The supplement contained information on county listing, verifications, and customer notice.


County listing:  In response to the Commission’s order of July 2, 2002, the parties listed the counties in Missouri where Quick‑Tel does business as “Jefferson County[,] Jennings County[,] St. Charles County[,] St. Francis County[,] St. Louis County[,] and Spanish Lake County[.]”  


The Commission assumes that the parties intended to list the municipalities of Jennings and of Spanish Lake; the Commission takes administrative notice that both of these municipalities are in Saint Louis County.  Also, the Commission assumes that the parties intended to list Saint Francois County; the Commission takes administrative notice of the correct spelling of this county’s name.  The parties stated that the list of counties was filed at the earliest opportunity and was attached as Attachment A.  


This listing was supposed to have been filed by July 9, 2002, but the Commission has accepted the late filing under Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.050(3)(B).  This rule allows the Commission, in its discretion, to accept a filing after the filing deadline.


Verifications:  The parties stated that the verifications were filed at the earliest opportunity and were attached as Attachment B.  The verifications were supposed to have been filed with the application, but the Commission has accepted the late filing under Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.050(3)(B).


Customer notice:  The parties stated that the customer notice of the transaction, which will be sent to customers on August 6, 13, 22, and 29, 2002, was attached as Attachment C.  The Commission approves the notice and the schedule for customer notification.
