ORDER APPROVING COMPLIANCE TARIFFS


This order approves the adoption notice filed herein.

On November 5, 2002, Affordaphone, Inc., filed with the Missouri Public Service Commission an adoption notice with an effective date of December 5, 2002.  The notice stated that, under the Commission orders issued on October 10, 2002, in cases numbered CM‑2002‑1160 and CA‑2002‑1158, Affordaphone was authorized to adopt the basic local exchange tariff of Quick‑Tel Communications, Inc.  Affordaphone stated that it hereby adopts, ratifies, and makes its own, in every respect as if the same had been originally filed by it, all schedules, rules, notice concurrences, schedule agreements, division, authorities, or other instruments whatsoever, filed with the Commission by Quick‑Tel prior to the effective date of the Commission’s orders issued in those case numbers.  The notice stated that Affordaphone also adopts and ratifies all supplements or amendments to any of the above schedules, etc., that Quick‑Tel has heretofore filed with the Commission.  Affordaphone filed substitute tariff sheets on November 14, 2002.

On November 20, 2002, the Staff of the Commission filed its recommendation to approve the proposed adoption notice and revised title page, as amended, filed by Affordaphone.  Staff noted that the order issued October 10, 2002, also canceled Quick‑Tel’s tariff effective December 19, 2002.  Staff’s opinion is that if Affordaphone would have filed a new tariff, it would have been necessary for the Commission’s Data Center to cancel Quick‑Tel’s obsolete tariff; however, since Affordaphone is adopting it, it is no longer feasible for the Data Center to cancel it.  Staff also stated that it had no objections to Affordaphone’s filings and recommended that the Commission order their approval.

The Commission finds that the adoption notice filed by Affordaphone is reasonable, in the public interest, and should be approved.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the adoption notice filed by Affordaphone, Inc., on November 5, 2002, under Tariff No. JC‑2003‑1082, as amended by substitute tariff sheets filed on November 14, 2002, is approved for service on and after December 5, 2002.  The tariff sheets approved are:
