ORDER FINDING NECESSITY FOR RULEMAKING

On March 31, 2003, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a Motion for Finding of Necessity for Rulemaking pursuant to Section 536.016, RSMo 2000.
    

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-18.010 imposes safety standards upon electric utilities, telephone utilities, and electric cooperatives.  This rule adopts the 1997 edition of The American National Standard, National Electrical Safety Code (NESC).  Staff’s affidavit states that the American National Standards Institute (ANSI) has adopted a 2002 edition of NESC, and that the Commission should amend its rule to reflect ANSI’s revision to the NESC.        

According to Section 536.016, RSMo, a state agency is required to find that a proposed rule is necessary to carry out the purposes of the statute that granted the rulemaking authority based on substantial evidence on the record.  Section 386.310 and 394.160, RSMo, give the Commission the power to make rules to promote the safety of its

employees, customers, and the public.  Based on the record, the Commission finds that promulgating rules is necessary to carry out the purposes of Section 386.310 and 394.160, RSMo.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission is authorized in accordance with the procedures of the Commission and applicable procedures of administrative rulemaking to file proposed rules for the Commission’s consideration.

2. That this order shall become effective on April 25, 2003.
