ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On August 2, 2004, the Staff of the Commission and Laclede Gas Company filed a Notice of Settlement in Lieu of Proposed Procedural Schedule.  Staff and Laclede stated that they believed Laclede Gas Company has reached an agreement with Mr. Hepp, thereby making such a schedule unnecessary.  

The parties had not filed their agreement.  Because they have not filed the agreement, the Commission has ordered the parties to inform the Commission of the case’s status.  Each time, Staff and Laclede Gas have reported that Laclede has settled the complaint with Mr. Hepp, but that Mr. Hepp has not filed his written dismissal.

The Commission will order Mr. Hepp to either file a written dismissal, or file a pleading explaining that he wishes to pursue this case.  If Mr. Hepp does not reply, the Commission will dismiss this case.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Carl G. Hepp shall file a dismissal or, in the alternative, shall file a pleading no later than October 25, 2004.

2. That this order shall become effective on October 14, 2004.
