ORDER DISMISSING PARTY

Syllabus:  This order dismisses the City of Galt, Missouri, from this case.

On October 5, 2004, the Commission issued an order dismissing Charter FiberLink‑-Missouri, LLC, from this case.  Consequently, the only parties remaining are the City of Galt, Missouri, the Commission’s Staff, and the Office of the Public Counsel.   Staff subsequently filed a report notifying the Commission that Staff has been able to contact the City of Galt and has obtained the security survey information.  Staff indicates that this is the last remaining entity from whom Staff was expecting a response to the Commission’s survey. 
As Staff has now obtained the security survey information from the City of Galt, the Commission finds that it is appropriate to dismiss the City of Galt from the case.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the City of Galt, Missouri, is dismissed as a party to this case.

That this order shall become effective on February 4, 2005.
