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ORDER DENYING APPLICATION TO INTERVENE

Union Electric Company d/b/a Ameren Missouri filed an application for a certificate
of convenience and necessity authorizing it to construct, install, own, operate, control,
manage, and maintain approximately 28 miles of 345 kV transmission line and associated
facilities. The Commission issued an order directing notice, and set a deadline of
December 12, 2025, for requests to intervene.

On April 15, 2026, Robert Dale Johnson Jr. late-filed an application to intervene. His
application represents that his interest is different from the general public because he isin
the study corridor and he seeks to monitor any modifications to the preferred route that
might affect property rights. More than ten days have elapsed, and no party has responded
to the application to intervene.’

Applications to intervene are governed by Commission Rule 20 CSR 4240-2.075,

which in subsection (3) requires either: a showing of an interest different than that of the

general public which may be adversely affected by a final order; or a showing that granting
the intervention would serve the public interest. Late-filed applications are addressed in
subsection (10), which provides in part, “Motions to intervene...filed after the intervention
date may be granted upon a showing of good cause.”

Mr. Johnson has not included a statement explaining why there is good cause to
accept his four month (124 days) late-filed application. Without an explanation as to why the
application to intervene was late-filed and upon which the Commission could base a finding
of good cause, the Commission cannot find good cause exists to allow the late intervention.
The Commission will deny Mr. Johnson’s application to intervene.

Mr. Johnson may monitor any modification of the preferred route in the
Commission’s Electonic Filing and Information System (EFIS) and may submit comments
through the PSC website or comment directly to the Commission at any local public hearing
in this case.

THE COMMISSION ORDERS THAT:

1. Robert Dale Johnson’s late filed application to intervene is denied.

2. This order shall be effective when issued.
