ORDER ACCEPTING UPDATED REPORT

AND DIRECTING FILING

The Commission issued its Order Establishing Case on October 31, 2001, directing the Staff of the Commission to survey Missouri utilities concerning their preparedness for disaster and emergency situations, including procedures for dealing with terrorist threats or attacks.  Staff filed its report on December 31, 2001.   The Commission accepted the report by order issued January 24, 2002, and directed Staff to prepare and file a follow‑up report within 120 days.

On May 24, 2002, Staff filed a Motion to File the Updated Report Concerning Utility Emergency Preparedness.  Staff’s updated report includes information regarding the additional survey responses Staff received since its December 2001 report.  By orders issued July 16, 2002, and August 20, 2002, the Commission directed Staff to file supplemental pleadings.  Staff filed supplemental information on August 2, 2002, and August 29, 2002.

The Commission has reviewed Staff’s May 24, 2002, report and the supplemental filings, and finds that the Updated Staff Report should be accepted.  However, as not all of the utilities surveyed responded to the Commission’s inquiry, the Commission will direct Staff to file a supplemental pleading that lists (1) each of the utilities that did return a completed survey, and (2) each of the utilities that did not return a survey response.  Upon receipt of the list, the Commission will direct the non-responding parties to submit completed surveys to Staff.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Updated Report filed by the Staff of the Commission on May 24, 2002, is accepted.  The Commission also accepts Staff’s supplemental reports filed on August 2, 2002, and August 29, 2002.

2. That no later than October 18, 2002, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file a supplemental pleading as noted above.

That this order shall become effective on October 18, 2002.
