ORDER APPROVING TARIFF 

Syllabus:
This order grants The Pager Company’s Motion for Expedited Treatment and approves its tariff sheet on less than 30 days’ notice.

On January 21, 2003, The Pager Company submitted two revised tariff sheets, effective February 21, 2003.  In its cover letter, Pager stated that the purpose of the revisions is to change the definition of Administrative Change Charge and to institute a Missed Trip Charge for PHONEPLUS customers.

Pager filed its Motion for Expedited Treatment on January 23, 2003.  In that Motion, Pager asked the Commission to approve the tariff revision for the Administrative Change Charge effective February 2, 2003.  Pager explains that unless the Commission approves this tariff revision by that date, Pager will incur charges from the incumbent local exchange carrier (ILEC) when Pager’s customers order PHONEPLUS, but it will be unable to pass the cost along to the ordering customer.

On January 24, 2003, Pager submitted a Missed Trip Charge tariff sheet to be effective January 31, 2003.  Pager withdrew that tariff sheet later the same day.  

Staff filed its Recommendation on January 28, 2003.  Staff does not object to Pager’s Administrative Change Charge going into effect on February 2, 2003.

Section 392.220.2, RSMo, states that telecommunications companies shall give thirty days’ notice to the Commission before changing its rates.  That same statute allows the Commission to proceed on less than thirty days’ notice for good cause shown.  Based upon the pleadings, the Commission finds that good cause exists to expedite the effective date of the tariff.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That The Pager Company’s Motion for Expedited Treatment is approved.

2. That the following revised tariff sheet the Pager Company filed on January 21, 2003, and assigned Tariff No. JC-2003-1357 is approved to become effective February 2, 2003.  The tariff sheet approved is:

3. That this order shall become effective on February 2, 2003.
