q.
what is the purpose of your surrebuttal testimony?

A.
The purpose of this surrebuttal testimony is to address the issue of the energy trader commission.  The Empire District Electric Company (Company) provided me with additional information after rebuttal testimony was filed in this case.  The additional information the Company provided caused me to update my recommendation regarding the amount of commissions to include for the Company’s energy traders.

Q.
Please explain further.

A.
The Company’s energy traders do not earn a return on sales of hydroelectric power.  The Missouri Public Service Commission Staff (Staff) included hydroelectric power sales in its monthly net margin of off-system sales.  As I discussed in my rebuttal testimony, my energy trader commission amount was calculated on a monthly basis using the Staff’s off-system sales annualization, which included hydroelectric sales.

Q.
what was your recommended total company energy trader commission recommendation in your rebuttal testimony?

A.
My recommendation in my rebuttal testimony was $51,177.

q.
what is your updated energy traders commission recommendation?

A.
I recommend including $43,131 in the total Company payroll annualization.  The jurisdictional allocation factor that the Commission uses to allocate payroll costs for the Missouri jurisdictional electric operations should then be applied to the $43,131 to arrive at a Missouri jurisdictional amount.

q.
does the Office of Public Counsel believe this is still a contested issue in this case?

A.
No.  Based on conversations and correspondence between the staff, Company and Public Counsel it appears that all parties have agreed to recognize $43,131 for total company energy trader commissions.
