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MOTION TO LATE-FILE EXHIBITS

COMES NOW the Staff (“Staff”) of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Commission”) and respectfully states as follows:


1.
During the evidentiary hearing in this proceeding, the presiding Regulatory Law Judge requested that two documents be filed on an ongoing basis during the remaining course of this proceeding; namely: the monthly price forecasts for natural gas published by the United States Government’s Energy Information Administration (“EIA”), and the corresponding futures prices on the New York Mercantile Exchange (“NYMEX”).  Accordingly, on December 14, 2004, the Staff filed EIA’s December 7, 2004 report, titled “Short-Term Energy Outlook.”  On December 16, the Staff filed a copy of a page of the December 8, 2004 issue of “Gas Daily,” showing the NYMEX futures prices as of December 7, 2004.

A subsequent reading of the transcript of the evidentiary hearing reveals that the two aforementioned documents should have been filed as a late-filed exhibit, and that subsequently filed issues of the documents should also be filed as late-filed exhibits.

Attached hereto are a copy of  the EIA’s Short-Term Energy Outlook, dated January 11, 2005, and a copy of the of a page of the January 12, 2005 issue of “Gas Daily,” showing the NYMEX futures prices as of January 11, 2005.  The Staff believes that these documents should be assigned Exhibit No. 141.  In addition, the Staff requests that the previous issues of these documents, filed in December of 2004, be received as a late-filed exhibit, which the Staff believes should be Exhibit No. 140.


WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully requests that the Commission receive late-filed exhibits no. 140 and 141, as descrbed above.
