NOTICE OF TAX IMPACT


On June 26, 2002, Quick‑Tel Communications, Inc. and Affordaphone, Inc. filed a joint application with the Missouri Public Service Commission.  The applicants requested authority for Affordaphone to acquire the assets, including all basic local telecommunications service customers, of Quick‑Tel.  


The applicants stated that “[t]he proposed transaction will not have any impact on the tax revenues of any political subdivision in the State of Missouri.”


On July 18, 2002, the parties filed a supplement to their application, listing the counties where Quick‑Tel operates, which are Jefferson, Saint Charles, Saint Francois, and Saint Louis.


Under Section 392.300.1, RSMo 2000, as currently supplemented, the Commission directs its Data Center to send a copy of this notice to each county clerk of the counties in which Quick-Tel does business.
