ORDER GRANTING MOTION TO CORRECT

On September 23, 2003, the Commission issued an Order Suspending Tariff that suspended a tariff filed by Missouri Gas Energy, a division of Southern Union Company.  On September 24, the City of Springfield, Missouri, through the Board of Public Utilities (City Utilities) filed motion asking the Commission to clarify or correct an element of the order suspending MGE’s tariff.  

City Utilities’ motion points out that the Commission has granted MGE a certificate of convenience and necessity to construct a natural gas “supply line.”  However, the Commission’s Order Suspending Tariff sometimes says that MGE has been granted a natural gas “service line.”  City Utilities argues that a supply line is different than a service line and that reference to MGE having a certificate to construct and operate a service line could seem to imply that MGE has a right to serve customers in the affected area, instead of merely building a supply line across the area.  

The Commission did misuse service line as a synonym for supply line in its order suspending MGE’s tariff.  That misuse certainly was not intended to change the scope of, or the limitations on, the certificate of convenience and necessity previously granted to MGE.  City Utilities’ motion to clarify or correct will be granted.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Commission’s Order Suspending Tariff issued on September 23, 2003, is corrected in the following manner:  every reference to a service line is changed to supply line. 

2. That this order shall become effective on October 5, 2003.
