ORDER GRANTING SECOND JOINT MOTION TO EXTEND FILING DEADLINE FOR PROPOSED PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

This order grants the parties’ Second Joint Motion to Extend Filing Deadline for Proposed Procedural Schedule.  

On January 8, 2004, the Commission entered an order setting this case for prehearing conference on January 15.  That same order required the parties to file a proposed procedural schedule no later than January 22.

On January 21, the Staff of the Commission, the Office of the Public Counsel, Missouri Gas Energy, a division of Southern Union Company, and the City of Springfield, Missouri, through the Board of Public Utilities, filed a Joint Motion to Extend Filing Deadline for Proposed Procedural Schedule.  The parties explained they were pursuing settlement, and believed an extension of time to January 29 to file the proposed procedural schedule would facilitate their negotiation.  The Commission granted that motion.

On January 28, the parties filed a second motion, asking for an extension of time until February 5.  The parties explained they have reached an agreement in principle, and in lieu of filing a proposed procedural schedule, likely would file a Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement.  The parties stated they needed an additional week to draft that agreement.

The Commission has reviewed the motion, finds it reasonable, and will grant it. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Second Joint Motion filed by the Staff of the Commission, the Office of the Public Counsel, Missouri Gas Energy, a division of Southern Union Company, and the City of Springfield, Missouri, through the Board of Public Utilities is granted.

2. That the parties shall jointly prepare and file a proposed procedural schedule, or in lieu thereof, a Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement, no later than February 5, 2004.

3. That this order shall become effective on January 29, 2004.
