ORDER DIRECTING FILING 

On December 30, 2004, the Commission approved Missouri Gas Energy’s application to provide natural gas service in a portion of Greene County, Missouri.  In that order, the Commission ordered MGE to file tariff sheets describing the new service area and gas supply line no later than January 29, 2005.  

On January 4, MGE filed tariffs.  Those tariff sheets bear an effective date of February 4.  Included with the tariffs was a cover letter that stated that MGE filed the tariffs to comply with the Commission’s order.  The Commission will order its Staff to file a Recommendation concerning that tariff filing.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Commission shall file its Recommendation on the January 4, 2005 tariff filing by Missouri Gas Energy, a Division of Southern Union Company, no later than January 26, 2005. 

2. That this order shall become effective on January 5, 2005.
