ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On February 4, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed its Response to the Commission’s January 21, 2004 Order.  As part of its response, Staff provided a list of utility companies that have now sent responses and may be dismissed, and a list of utility companies that have not yet responded.  Staff also states that it has been able to determine that, of the remaining telecommunications companies, all but two are resellers.  Staff recommends that these resellers be dismissed from the case because they do not have any physical operations in the state.  Staff further notes that there is only one municipality, the City of Galt, Missouri, that has not responded.

The Commission will direct Staff to continue its efforts to follow up with the remaining non-responding water and sewer companies, telecommunications companies, and the City of Galt, Missouri, and report back to the Commission.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than June 1, 2004, the Staff of the Commission shall file a supplemental report notifying the Commission of the results of Staff’s latest attempts to obtain responses to the Security Survey.

2. That this order shall become effective on April 27, 2004.
