ORDER GRANTING APPLICATION TO SELL ASSETS

Syllabus:
  This order grants the application of Citizens Electric Corporation to sell certain assets to the Fruitland Fire Protection District.

On April 24, 2003, Citizens Electric Corporation applied for permission to sell certain assets to the Fruitland Fire Protection District.  Citizens wishes to sell two tracts of land totaling approximately 0.767 acres in Cape Girardeau County, Missouri, to the Fruitland Fire Protection District.  

Citizens’ application contains the legal description of the two tracts, and also states that the sale would not be detrimental to the public interest.  Citizens wishes to sell the land because it no longer needs it, and Fruitland needs the land to better serve the public.  Citizens further stated any tax impact of this transaction would be minimal.  Citizens claims that Cape Girardeau County would lose approximately $125.91 in annual tax revenue, but that loss might be offset by taxes from Fruitland.

On June 6, the Staff of the Commission filed its Recommendation.  Staff recommends that the Commission approve the sale.  Staff also agreed the tax impact of this transaction would be minimal.  

On June 12, the Commission issued a Notice of Tax Impact and Order Permitting Application to Intervene.  The Notice and Order allowed Cape Girardeau County until June 22 to file an application for intervention.  Cape Girardeau County did not ask for intervention.

Section 393.190 requires an electrical corporation to get Commission approval before selling its assets.  The Commission may not withhold approval of the sale unless the sale would be detrimental to the public interest.

The Commission has reviewed the application and Staff’s recommendation.   The Commission finds that the proposed transaction is not detrimental to the public interest and should be approved.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Commission grants the application of Citizens Electric Corporation for authority to sell certain assets to the Fruitland Fire Protection District.

2. That Citizens Electric Corporation may sell the two tracts of land having the legal descriptions listed in its application to the Fruitland Fire Protection District.

3. That this order shall become effective on July 13, 2003.

That this case may be closed on July 14, 2003.
