ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF TIME

IN WHICH TO FILE ANSWER

On September 12, 2003, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a complaint against Missouri Gas Energy.  The Commission issued a Notice of Complaint to Missouri Gas Energy on September 19, 2003.  The Company was required to file its answer to the complaint by October 19, 2003.

On October 16, 2003, MGE filed a motion requesting that it be granted additional time, until November 12, 2003, in which to file its answer.  MGE states that in a separate matter, Case No. GS-2003-0468, Staff filed an Incident Report, which relates to the same facts surrounding this complaint.  Pursuant to an order in Case No GS-2003-0468, MGE has been directed to respond to the Incident Report no later than November 12.  Because it would be more efficient to respond to both cases at the same time, MGE requests that it be allowed to file its answer in this complaint in the same time frame it is required to respond to the Incident Report in Case No. GS-2003-0468.

No party has opposed MGE’s motion. The Commission finds MGE’s request reasonable and will grant the motion.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Missouri Gas Energy’s Motion for Extension of Time is granted.

2. That Missouri Gas Energy is required to file its answer to this complaint no later than November 12, 2003.

3. That this order is effective on November 4, 2003.
