ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On December 2, 2003, Carl Hepp filed a complaint with the Missouri Public Service Commission against Laclede Gas Company.  Laclede filed an answer on January 2, and the Commission ordered the Staff of the Commission to file a report no later than February 2.

Staff filed a Motion for Extension of Time to File Staff’s Investigation on January 28.  Staff alleges it cannot adequately respond by February 2 because responses to data requests to Laclede are not due until February 2.  Staff requests an extension of time until March 5 to file its report.
