NOTICE OF DISMISSAL 

On January 27, 2004, Charles A. Cooper filed a complaint with the Missouri Public Service Commission.  MGE responded on February 26.  The Commission set the case for hearing for September 1.

On August 27, MGE filed a Notice of Dismissal.  That notice stated that Mr. Cooper and MGE had resolved their dispute, and that the parties all consented to the dismissal.  On August 30, Staff concurred by stating that Staff does not object to the dismissal.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.116(1) allows a party to dismiss a complaint.  Once the parties have prefiled testimony, however, the complainant may only dismiss by leave of the Commission or by written consent of the adverse parties.  The parties have prefiled testimony.  The Commission finds that MGE’s and Staff’s pleadings constitute written consent of the adverse parties.  The Commission, therefore, will take notice of Mr. Cooper’s dismissal.  This case may be closed.
