ORDER AMENDING PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

On January 27, 2004, Charles A. Cooper filed a complaint with the Missouri Public Service Commission.  On May 11, the Commission issued an Order Adopting Jointly Proposed Procedural Schedule.  That order stated that direct testimony should be filed by June 8.

On June 14, Mr. Cooper filed a Motion to Amend Procedural Schedule.  Mr. Cooper stated that a death in his family prevented him from filing his testimony by June 8.  As a consequence, Mr. Cooper asks the Commission to amend its May 11 order to allow an extra 10 days for the parties to file direct, rebuttal and surrebuttal testimony.  Further, Mr. Cooper states that no party objects to his motion.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) states that parties have 10 days to respond to pleadings.  But because no party objects, the Commission will rule on the motion before the 10-day deadline.  The Commission takes up Mr. Cooper’s motion, finds it reasonable, and will grant it.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1.
That the Motion to Amend Procedural Schedule filed by Charles A. Cooper is granted.

2. That direct testimony shall be filed no later than June 18, 2004.

3. That rebuttal testimony shall be filed no later than August 2, 2004.

4. That surrebuttal testimony shall be filed no later than August 12, 2004.

5. That this order shall become effective on June 15, 2004.
